This type of visa is for you if:

You are traveling to Mexico for tourism, transit, business, technical, artistic, sports,
journalist or correspondent activities; and minister or religious associate.

You will be in Mexico for a stay no longer than 180 days.

You do not have a work-related offer or authorization.

O Valid US VISA/ESTA and one photocopy.

O 1-20; Original 1-94, 3-1 or I-797A and a one copy. (Or any other form that proves your
legal status in the United States of America).

O Consular fee $53.00 USD in cash.

O Last 3 months of paystubs with a minimum income of $1,400.00

OLast 3 months of bank statements with a minimum balance of
Economic solvency $4,200.00 dollars.
Invitation from a O Invitation letter.
public or private O Last 12 bank statements of the organization sponsoring your trip.

System (Sistema Educativo Nacional in Spanish), do not require proof
of financial solvency.
